The facade design shown in the rendering will comply with the Town
Center’'s Facade Design Guidelines

2. The architect will also present you with samples of the materials that should be used in
the construction of your new facade. These materials will comply with the Town
Center’'s Facade Design Guidelines

3. The architect will also provide a cost estimate for making the recommended facade
improvements

4. The Town Center’s staff will then help you:

e Find an architect to do the actual construction drawings
¢ Find a contractor to do the improvement work
o Apply for funds from the City of Bayonne’s Facade Improvement Program

Participants for the program are selected on the basis of the following criteria:
e The likelihood that the applicant will actually make the recommended facade
improvements
e The strategic importance of the business location
e The frontage of the facade
